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In the past, MITS has celebrated National Science Day with various events such as science exhibitions, 
showcase student projects, debates and popular science lectures etc, in an effort to bring the fun of 
science to students and the general public. MITS has been successfully conducting National Science day 
with an objective to create enthusiasm among the people and to popularize Science & Technology and 
inculcating scientific temper among the masses.  

The Guest of today’s lecture is Prof K.Subbarangaiah, Director, Veda IIT, Hyderabad, he is associated 
with VLSI and worked as Professor in Physics. He has 39 years of experience. He designed and 
developed various VLSI tools and applications. 

Scientific temper is a way of life - an individual and social process of thinking and acting - which uses a 
scientific method, which may include questioning, observing physical reality, testing, hypothesizing, 
analysing, and communicating (not necessarily in that order). Speaking on the occasion Prof 
Subbarangaiah told that Sri Javaharlal Nehru was one of the pioneers to use the term scientific temper 
and advocate the promotion of scientific temper: 

The genesis and development of the idea of scientific temper is connected to ideas expressed earlier by 
Darwin when he said, "freedom of thought will best be promoted by that gradual enlightenment of human 
understanding which follows the progress of science," and by Marx when he said, "Religion is the sigh of 
the oppressed creature, the heart of a heartless world, and the soul of soulless conditions. It is the opium 
of the people. The abolition of religion as the illusory happiness of the people is the demand for their real 
happiness. To call on them to give up their illusions about their condition is to call on them to give up a 
condition that requires illusions." Scientific temper describes an attitude which involves the application 
of logic. Discussion, argument and analysis are vital parts of scientific temper. Elements of fairness, 
equality and democracy are built into it. "To develop scientific temper" is one of the fundamental duties 
of Indian citizens, according to the Constitution of India. On the whole, the programme went on 
successfully.  The feedback was collected from the participants and it was learnt that the programme 
was organized effectively. 
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
