Report on International Anti-Corruption day 9-12-2019

International Anti-Corruption Day has been observed annually, on 9 December, since the passage
of the United Nations Convention Against Corruption on 31 October 2003 to raise public
awareness for anti-corruption.

Corruption is a major bottleneck to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals and a global
concern. It is found in both rich and poor countries and hurts poor people disproportionately. It
contributes to instability and poverty and is a dominant factor driving fragile countries towards
state failure.

Especially young people are playing a huge role in strengthening accountability and
developing innovative solutions to prevent and curb corruption.
