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MITS – NSS unit organised an awareness programme along with the free distribution of Homeo Medicine as a preventive 
measure to curb the menace of spreading Swine Flu in Angallu Village on 09-02-2015.  In this programme, Principal - MITS, 
MDO Kurabalakota, Deputy DMHO Madanapalli, Medical Officer Kurabalakota, nearly 30 Health Workers and NSS Volunteers 
actively participated in order to educate, encourage the public to know & to propagate about the root causes of inflicting and 
spreading of the deadly disease – SWINE FLU.   
 
During launching the programme, Dr. C. Yuvaraj, Principal, addressed the gathering that the contagious diseases are 
predominantly affecting the public health among those health problems in the society.  He also cautioned that thousands of 
poor people are dying ever year due to illiteracy and lack of awareness on the spreading of various contagious and non- 
contagious diseases.  Even though, we are pioneering in the field of information and communication technology, because of 
poor attitude and laxity over the environment in which we are living causes to form and develop so many varieties of deadly 
viruses, bacteria etc. which may afflict the human and cause various diseases.   
 
Sri P. Chalapathi, MDO Kurabalakota elaborately spoke about Swine Flu. He spoke right from highlighting the virus causing 
Swine Flu, its symptoms and measures to prevent the affliction, spreading and the available treatment for the disease along 
with dispelling the myths over the said disease.  Dr. Lakshminarasaiah Dy. DMHO, flagged off the rally covered various parts of 
Angallu Village amidst shouting slogans to grab attention and created awareness about Swine Flu.  With the assistance 
extended by the Rotary Club Madanapalli, NSS Volunteers setup four counters in Angallu (Panchayat office, ZP School, Bus stop 
and Masjid) and distributed free Homeo Medicine to nearly4000 members - three dosage/member. 
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
