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A One-day Workshop on Cyber Security was organized by the Department of Computer Science and 
Engineering on 19-11-2016 sponsored by TEQIP-II. The purpose of the program was to provide participants 
with in depth knowledge and skills to protect their information assets. The sessions would immerse candidates 
into an interactive environment where they would acquire understanding of various computer and network 
security threats such as identity theft, credit card fraud, online banking phishing scams, virus and backdoors, 
emails hoaxes, loss of confidential information, hacking attacks and social engineering.

 Security Tools
