The inauguration function 

started with lighting lamp and with a prayer song by students followed by an AV presentation 

on emerging trends in computer science. The opening remark was given by the program 

coordinator M. Sreedevi.

He said most of the embedded systems now days are 

connected to the internet and we need more addressing space, so we need to shift from IPV4 

to IPV6. But the challenges like addressing the power consumption, huge network traffic etc 

arises. He warned the students to be prepared for facing such types of serious challenges 

and said when there exists more problems to solve it creates more jobs also.The release of 

Souvenir & CD of the event was done by the chief Guest. Forty technical papers were 

selected for presentation at two different venues. A technical Quiz and LAN Games were 

organized for the students and faculty. Mrs. Priyanka from CSE department presented the 

vote of thanks.
