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 Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar (14 April 1891 – 6 December 1956) popularly known as Baba Saheb was an Indian jurist, economist, 
politician and social reformer who inspired the Dalit Buddhist movement and campaigned against social discrimination against 
Untouchables (Dalits). He was a great man to organize the Dalit Movement. He also supported the rights of women and laborers. He 
was independent India's first law minister and the principal architect of the Constitution of India.  

All the students, teachers, Head of the Departments, NSS volunteers assembled at the college premise at 9.30 a.m. 

The NSS program officer briefed about the importance of that day. He also talked about the life of great personality Bharat Ratna Dr. 
B.R. Ambedkar.  He invited Dr. B. Ramkumar, Vice -Principal (academics) to do the rituals for celebrating Ambedkar’s birthday.  Dr. 
B. Ramkumar immediately responded.  All the students and teachers joined him to offer their prayers and respect to Dr Ambedkar.  
Prof. Ram Kumar addressed the students and made them aware of the importance of this day.  He stated that everybody should 
have self-respect.  He also stated that Dr. B.R. Ambedkar was honoured by the highest civilian award Bhart Ratna in 1990. 

Dr Suryanarayana Raju in his speech highlighted Ambedkar as a brilliant student earning doctorates in economics from 
both Columbia University and the London School of Economics. Dr Ambedkar gained reputation as a scholar for his research in law, 
economics and political science. In his early career he was an economist, a professor, and a lawyer. His later life was marked by his 
political activities; he got involved in campaigning and negotiations for India's independence, publishing journals, advocating 
political rights and social freedom for Dalits. He contributed significantly to the establishment of India. He converted to Buddhism in 
1956  - initiating mass conversions of Dalits. 

Mr. Raayudu Peyyala, Associate Prof- Department of Mechanical Engineering, also inspired students and talked about the 
reservation system in India.  Some students also gave inspired talk and finally the program ended as a grand success. 
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
