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Subhash Chandra Bose's birth anniversary is celebrated every year with great honour by people including
government and non government organizations. As he was one of the most well known Indian leaders during
the independence movement, he has become a great legendary figure in the history of India.

MITS — National Cadet Corps conducted the birth anniversary of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose on 23" January
2019. It was his 122" birth anniversary. The Principal, Dr.C.Yuvaraj attended the program, discussed the
importance of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose and his biography briefly. His speech motivated the NCC Cadets
with high moral values. In this program NCC ANO Lt. Dr. N. Naveen Kumar and all NCC SD/SW cadets
participated enthusiastically.

Biography of Subhash Chandra Bose

Subhash Chandra Bose, a great Indian nationalist and famous by the title Netaji, was born on 23rd of January
in 1897 in Cuttack, Orissa Division of Bengal Province. His mother's name was Prabhavati Devi and father's
name was Janakinath Bose. His father was an advocate. He was the ninth child of his parents among fourteen
siblings.

His Early Life

Bose got admission into the Protestant European School in 1902. He was later admitted into the Ravenshaw
Collegiate School and proceeded to study in the Presidency College after getting second position in metric
exam in 1913. His nationalistic character came to his way and he was expelled from the Presidency College.
After that he joined Scottish Church College (University of Calcutta) to complete his B.A. degree in philosophy
in 1918.

Political Career

In 1919 he went to England to appear in the Civil Services Examination. He was ranked 4th and got selected
but he denied to work under the British government. He resigned to the civil service job and came to India
where he started the Swaraj newspaper for the promotion of Bengal Provincial Congress Committee. He was
selected as the All India Youth Congress President as well as Bengal State Congress Secretary. He also became
the Editor of Forward newspaper and worked as a CEO of the Municipal Corporation of Calcutta.

He served the Congress Party as its President during 1938-1939. Later he was expelled from the party in 1939

and was sited under house arrest by the British. He escaped to the Nazi Germany and Imperial Japan requesting
assistance in getting independence to India from British rule. He became successful in organizing an Indian
National Army with the support of Japan. He died, on 18th of August in the year 1945, because of the third
degree burns when he attempted to escape in the burdened plane of Japan which got crashed in Taiwan, when
he was just 48.

His birthday anniversary is celebrated as “Desh Prem Divas” in order to memorize his great sacrifice towards
the country.
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
