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The Quit India Movement (Hindi:                  Bhārat Chhodho Āndolan), or the Indian August 

Movement (August Kranti), was a civil disobedience movement launched at the Bombay session of the 
All-India Congress Committee by Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi (Mahatma Gandhi) on 8 August 1942, 
during World War. Quit India Movement began which a huge momentum resulting in attainment of 
independence on August 15, 1947 a few years later. Quit India day is observed every year on August 9 to 
mark the anniversary of Quit India movement. Quit India Movement was truly a turning point in India’s 
struggle for freedom. Father of the nation, Gandhiji gave a call to the masses and urged them to raise 
their voice against British and asked them to “Quit India.” 
  
  All the students of MITS and NSS volunteers assembled at mini-seminar hall at 4 ‘O’ clock. The NSS 
program officer delivered opening remarks and explained the Independence day momentum and 
importance of QUIT INDIA momentum at 1942. He inspired the students with his speech by inculcating 
patriotism in the minds of students.  All the students participated to mark the day Quit India Movement 
started. On this occasion some students sang patriotic songs and some students delivered effective 
speeches on stalwarts such as Mahatama Gandhi, Sarojini Naidu, Jhansi Lakshmibai of Indian 
independence struggle. Sai kumar from Civil 3rd year painted Bhagat Sing. K. R. Yashovardan painted 
Bharatmata.  All the students were given prizes and gifts.  The program was ended with the national 
anthem Janaganamana. 
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
