MITS NSS CELL took initiation in organizing an awareness program on COVID-19 along with 

Department of AYUSH, Govt. Hospital, Madanapalle.  On March 6th 2020, all the NSS 

volunteers, students and staff assembled at seminar hall. The event was graced by Vice Principal 

Dr.  Sadashiva Prasad, Naveen Kumar, Medical Officer Punganur Government Hospital, Anandrao, 

Medical Officer,Government Hospital, Madanapalle, Dr. Rafi.  Angallu Physician Dr Srinivasulu, 

and NSS Programme officer Mr. C. Narasimha attended the meeting. 

NSS Program officer given the opening remarks, Dr.G.Sadasiva Prasad addressed the gathering 

about COVID-19. The medical officers provide the complete awareness on COVID-19, and they 

explained about the virus as represented below, and they provided Homeo medicine for all the 

students and staff for increasing the immunity power. 

The new name of this disease is coronavirus disease 2019, abbreviated as COVID-19. In COVID-

19, 'CO' stands for 'corona,' 'VI' for 'virus,' and 'D' for disease. Formerly, this disease was referred 

to as “2019 novel coronavirus” or “2019-nCoV.” 

Coronavirus disease (COVID-19) is an infectious disease caused by a newly discovered 

coronavirus. Most people who fall sick with COVID-19 will experience mild to moderate 

symptoms and recover without special treatment. 

 

HOW IT SPREADS : 

The virus that causes COVID-19 is mainly transmitted through droplets generated when an 

infected person coughs, sneezes, or exhales. These droplets are too heavy to hang in the air, and 

quickly fall on floors or surfaces. You can be infected by breathing in the virus if you are within 

close proximity of someone who has COVID-19, or by touching a contaminated surface and then 

your eyes, nose or mouth. COVID-19 affects different people in different ways. Most infected 

people will develop mild to moderate illness and recover without hospitalization. 

Most common symptoms: 



• Fever 

• dry cough 

• tiredness 

Less common symptoms: 

• aches and pains 

• sore throat 

• diarrhoea 

• conjunctivitis 

• headache 

• loss of taste or smell 

• a rash on skin, or discolouration of fingers or toes 

 



What food should you avoid during COVID-19? 

• When cooking and preparing food, limit the amount of salt and high-sodium condiments (e.g. 

soy sauce and fish sauce).  

• Limit your daily salt intake to less than 5 g (approximately 1 teaspoon) and use iodized salt.  

• Avoid foods (e.g. snacks) that are high in salt and sugar.  

• Limit your intake of soft drinks or sodas and other drinks that are high in sugar (e.g. fruit juices, 

fruit juice concentrates and syrups, flavoured milks and yogurt drinks). 

• Choose fresh fruits instead of sweet snacks such as cookies, cakes and chocolate. 

How can I protect myself and others from COVID-19? 

a) Practice Social Distancing 

- Avoid gatherings such as melas, haats, gatherings in religious places, social functions etc. 

- Maintain a safe distance of at least one Metre between you and other people when in public 

places, especially if they are having symptoms such as cough, fever etc. to avoid direct droplet 

contact. 

- Stay at home as much as possible. 

- Avoid physical contact like handshakes, hand holding or hugs. 

- Avoid touching surfaces such as table tops, chairs, door handles etc. 

b) Practice good hygiene 

- While coughing or sneezing cover your nose and mouth with handkerchief. Wash the 

handkerchief at least daily 

- It is preferable to cough/sneeze into your bent elbow rather than your palms.  

- Do not Spit or shout in public places to avoid the spread of droplets. 

- Do not touch your eyes, nose and mouth with unclean hands. 

- Ensure that the surfaces and objects are regularly cleaned.
