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Today, billions of people are still living without safe water at their households, schools, workplaces, farms and 

factories struggling to survive and thrive. 

Marginalized groups - women, children, refugees, indigenous people, disabled people and many others are 

often overlooked, and sometimes face discrimination, as they try to access and manage the safe water they 

need. 

In view of “World Water Day” on 22-03-2019 MITS-NCC conducted an awareness session on this burning 

problem and possible solutions of this issue at MITS campus along with 68-Cadets. Principal Dr.C.Yuvaraj 

attended this program as the Chief Guest and addressed the NCC Cadets regarding the possible methods of 

Rain Water Harvesting and different other methods to implement in real time environment. 

Dr.P.Ramesh Reddy, Alumni Coordinator directed the NCC cadets to create awareness on Water Pollution and 

Rain Water Harvesting.  Lt.N.Naveen Kumar, the Associate NCC officer spoke about the role of NCC Cadets 

in creating awareness among the people in nearby Villages and Schools. 

In this context, competitions in Drawing, Painting and Seminars were  held. A total of 106 students participated in 
the program which includes NCC Cadets.

KEY FACTS that have been discussed by the NCC cadets through Seminar 

• 2.1 Billion people live without safe water at home.

• One out of four primary schools has no drinking water service - with pupils using polluted water or going

thirsty. 

• More than 700 children under five years of age die every day from diarrheadue to unsafe water and poor

sanitation. 

• Globally, 80% of the people who have to use unsafe and unprotected water sources live in rural areas.

• Women and girls are responsible for water collection in eight out of ten households with water off-premises.

• Over 800 women die every day from complications in pregnancy and childbirth.

• For the 68.5 million people who have been forced to flee their homes, accessing safe water services is highly

problematic. 

• Around 159 million people collect their drinking water from surface water, such as ponds and streams.

• Around 4 billion people - nearly two-thirds of the world’s population - experience severe water scarcity

during at least one month of the year. 

• 700 million people worldwide could be displaced by intense water scarcity by 2030.
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
